










14- Lot 22 will be sold sub ject to an Indenture of Lease uated the 27th day of September 1894 made between
Sir David Gamble Bart. K.C.B. of the one part and Peter Demp sey and Ann his Wife of the other part
being a lease of the premises to Mr. and Mrs. Dempsey for their joint lives at the nominal yearly rent of
one pepp ercorn.
